Wraparound Care and School Club Payments 

A reminder that from after the Easter break, there will 
be some changes to the payment process for 
wraparound care at Welshampton.

Due to staffing ratios, we do have a limited number of 
places which will be reserved on a first come first 
served basis, however, we will always do our best to 
accommodate late bookings as we understand that 
sometimes arrangements can change. Payments must 
be made at the time of booking.  

I understand this may cause some inconvenience, but 
it is necessary to reduce alleviate the administrative 
burden being faced.
